Junior members have access to the golf course seven days a week with three-day advance booking  
privileges. Junior members cannot tee off before 12 noon on weekends and holidays, unless accompanied by a 
full Member. 
 
Junior members are entitled to unlimited use of the driving range. This privilege is extended to the junior 
member only and does	not	include	friends	and	family. 
 
Admission to Junior club events including the Junior Club Championship, Junior Interclub Championship, and 
any other local Junior events. 
 
 

One-on-one	coaching	
 

All Junior members can receive two (2)  one on one private coaching experience with one of our PGA of Canada 
Professionals. This  session can be used to help with any aspect of the game that the Junior member would like 
to improve on. It is also a great opportunity for us to get to know each other.
